It’s two ‘o clok Sono le due 
It’s three ‘o clock Sono le tre 
It’s one ‘o clock E’ l’una 
It’s 12:00 p.m. E’ mezzogiorno 
It’s 12:00 a.m.  E’ mezzanotte 

So, in Italian we always say “sono le…” except for 1:00 and 
12:00 when we use “è” 

HALF PAST 
It’s half past three Sono le tre e mezza 
It’s half past four Sono le quattro e mezza 
It’s half past twelve Sono le dodici e mezza 
It’s half past one  E’ l’una e mezza 
 

QUARTER PAST 
It’s quarter past three Sono le tre e un quarto 
It’s quarter past one E’ l’una e un quarto 
 

QUARTER TO 
It’s quarter to two Son le due MENO un quarto 
Its quarter to one E’ l’una MENO un quarto 
 

IT’S… PAST… 
It’s ten past three Sono le tre E dieci 
It’s twenty pas three Sono le tre E venti 
It’s twenty past one E’ l’una e venti  
 

IT’S… TO… 
It’s ten to four Sono le quattro MENO dieci
